Scoring

It is Stableford scoring on 75% of your full handicap (max 28 for men, 36 for ladies). To
keep things simple, there will be no amendments to your own course handicaps for the
Course Slope Rating. No bandits please - this is a fun, charity event!

Each captain will be given cards for the whole team including ONE “master card” to use to
score. If possible, please score you points as you go, but if not, by all means add them up
at the end as soon as you finish.

In short, YELLOW tees, Stableford with the top THREE scores counting on each hole.

There will be prizes for the winning and runner-up teams — there is NO INDIVIDUAL
competition.

Course Etiquette & Time Keeping

Please ensure that you replace all divots and repair all pitch marks. Please also keep play
moving and avoid holding up others behind you - if you cannot score on a hole, please
pick up your ball or play out very quickly. Please remember that you can now putt with the
flag in on the green and if you do take a drop, the drop must be done from knee height!!

Dress Code
On the Golf Course, only recognised golf clothing and footwear should be worn please.

In the Clubhouse, smart, respectable casual dress may be worn and recognised golf
clothing provided it is clean and dry please. No soft spikes or metal spikes on the blue
carpet in the Bar area.

NOT acceptable are the following: football or rugby type shirts, jeans, cargo trousers or
cargo shorts (shorts must be tailored), tracksuits, camouflage trousers, workwear, and of
course, dirty or worn out anything.
